week's NCAA test, but by all indications,
the school will be receiving a passing grade
by an NCAA accreditation committee who
spent three days visiting the Orem campus
last week.

"It went pretty well. We don't have the
final report back at this point," said UVSC
Athletic Director Mike Jacobsen. '"They

were really pleased with what we've
done."

The committee came to check up on the
progress of the athletic and academic prog-
ress UVSC, who is in the sixth year of a
seven-year transition from a junior college
to a Division I university.

Jacobsen said the school will get either
a failing grade, a pass with exceptions or
a pass. The grade could come anytime be-
tween now and May.

CHEYENNE, Wyo. —The
Mountain West Conference rep-
rimanded Wyoming coach Joe
Glenn on Monday for making an
obscene gesture in a game against
Utah.

When the Utes tried an onside
kick with a 43-point lead in the
third quarter Saturday, Wyoming
recovered, but Glenn responded
by giving Utah the finger.

Glenn said after the 50-0 loss
that he didn't remember giving
the finger. But on Monday he was
apologetic.
