At first glance Portland State
point guard Jeremiah Domin-
guez looked fairly harmless.

Come on, at 5-foot-6 on his
tippy toes, what kind of impact
could he have?

Dominguez scored nine of
his 19 pointsin overtime to help
Portland State beat Utah Valley
State 60-53 Saturday night at
the McKay Events Center.

UVSC could have won the
game in regulation, but the
Wolverines couldnOthold a
three-point lead and missed a
game-winner at the buzzer.

Portland StateOsAndre Mur-
ray hit a three-pointer to tie the
game in the closing seconds
and UVSC center Joe Walker
missed a shot that would have
won it astime expired.

Olthought the players did
a terrific job on the last play
of regulation becausethey
switched out on Ryan (Tool-

son). | thought we made a very
good spontaneous play,OHun-
saker said. OWehad a power
layup at the basket and they
made a good play. Whatever
happened, it didnOtgo down,
give them credit.O

The end of regulation proved
to be awild back-and-forth
game over the final four min-
utes. Portland State took a 42-41
lead when Toolson lost the ball
driving down the lane and it
was picked up by Tyrell Mara,
who got the ball to Deonte Huff
for afastbreak dunk.

UV SCtook the lead right back
when the W olverines pounded
the boards. After three missed
shots, Walker got the rebound
and scored to put UV SC back on
top at 4342 with 3:10 left.

Toolson banked in a 10-
footer to put the Wolverines
back on top 45-44with 1:55re-
maining. After aViking miss,
they made one of their bigger
mistakes of the night, fouling
Toolson away from the ball
and sending him to the free
throw line for one-and-one.

It nearly proved fatal. Toolson
made both free throws, but the
Vikings came up clutch when
Murray tied the game with 17
seconds remaining when he hit a
3pointer from the corner.

The Cougars edged Wash-
ington 30-28,28-30,25-30,30-
22,15-13handing the Huskies
just their second loss of the
year on their home court.
Washington became the high-
est-seededteam to lose in this
yearOstournament.

Senior Chelsea
Goodman recorded a double-
double, her 23rd of the season,
with 16 kills and 20 digs. Erica
Lott (17), Ashton Hansen (13)
and Bryn Porter (10) also had
double-digit kills. Hansen led
the Cougars with a .706 attack
percentage and six blocks.
