The Cougars edged Wash-
ington 30-28, 28-30, 25-30, 30-
22, 15-13, handing the Huskies 
just their second loss of the 
year on their home court. 
Washington became the high-
est-seeded team to lose in this 
yearÕs tournament.

ÒBeating W ashington at 
home is a tremendous accom-
plishment,Ó said BYU head 
coach Jason W atson. ÒW eÕre 
as proud of our  team as weÕve 
ever been. W e were patient and 
composed when we couldÕve let 
W ashington get away from us.Ó

BYU will now play Middle 
Tennessee State on Friday at 3 
p.m. MT at Penn State.

Junior middle blocker Ra-
chel Dyer led the way for BYU 
with a career-high 22 kills on 
.625 hitting to go along with 
six blocks. Senior Chelsea 
Goodman recorded a double-
double, her 23rd of the season, 
with 16 kills and 20 digs. Erica 
Lott (17), Ashton Hansen (13) 
and Bryn Porter (10) also had 
double-digit kills. Hansen led 
the Cougars with a .706 attack 
percentage and six blocks.

A fter splitting the first four  
games, W ashington scored 
three of the f irst four  points, 
in the deciding f if th game, but 

the Cougars battled back  w ith 
a 4-1 run to go up 5-4. The lead 
see-sawed back  and for th until 
BYU scored four  straight points 
to go up 12-9. As the crowd got 
louder, back-to-back  scores 
by W ashington cut the BYU 
lead to 12-11. But Dyer came 
up big for  the Cougars w ith 
back-to-back  k ills on the slide 
to give BYU match point at 
14-12. A  Cougar net call on the 
f irst point left BYU w ith just 
one more chance, but Goodman 
came f lying in w ith a k ill to give 
the Cougars a 15-13 w in.

! WomenÕs basketball:  At 
Fairfield, Conn., the Cougars 
finished a bad weekend in 
Connecticut with a 49-44 loss 
at Sacred Heart, despite a 
22-point performance from se-
nior Mallary Gillespie-Carling.

Gillespie-Car ling made 6-of-11 
from 3-point line in the game, 
posting the four th-highest point 
total of her  career and highest 
this season. She also tallied one 
assist, four  rebounds, two steals 
and one block . Fellow senior  
Lauren Riley-Var ley also con-
tr ibuted eight points and eight 
rebounds.

The game was tied at 42 
w ith 2:14 lef t af ter  a baby hook  
f rom BYUÕs Keilani M oeak i. 
Sacred Hear t regained the 
lead, but Gillespie-Car ling tied 
it at 44 w ith 30 seconds lef t.

Whatever 
happened, it didnÕt go down, 
give them credit.Ó

The end of  regulation proved 
to be a w ild back -and-for th 
game over  the f inal four  min-
utes. Por tland State took  a 42-41 
lead when Toolson lost the ball 
dr iving down the lane and it 
was picked up by Tyrell M ara, 
who got the ball to Deonte Huff  
for  a fastbreak  dunk .

UVSC took the lead r ight back  
when the Wolverines pounded 
the boards. A fter three missed 
shots, Walker got the rebound 
and scored to put UVSC back on 
top at 43-42 with 3:10 left.

Toolson banked in a 10-
footer to put the Wolverines 
back on top 45-44 with 1:55 re-
maining. After a Viking miss, 
they made one of their bigger 
mistakes of the night, fouling 
Toolson away from the ball 
and sending him to the free 
throw line for one-and-one.

It near ly proved fatal. Toolson 
made both free throws, but the 
Vik ings came up clutch when 
Murray tied the game w ith 17 
seconds remaining when he hit a 
3-pointer  from the corner.

ÒIt wasnÕt a play I called,Ó 
said Portland State coach Ken 
Bone. ÒThe play I called didnÕt 
work. Our kids did what we 
talk about all the time, they 
spread it out, share the ball and 
find the open guy and thatÕs re-
ally what happened.Ó

A fter  a timeout, UVSC 

worked the clock  down and 
got of f  a good look , a contested 
shot f rom W alker  just inside 
the paint that was of f  the mark  
sending the game in over time.

Dominguez then took charge 
in overtime.

ÒHe did the same thing up in 
A laska when we beat a good 
team in Akron where he took  
over near the end,Ó Bone said. 
ÒHe loves to have the ball at the 
end of the game and up to this 
point of the season heÕs proving 
that heÕs a good guy to have the 
ball in his hands. He handles it 
really well, he can find people off  
the dr ibble and heÕs also a threat 
to score. When heÕs fouled, he 
makes his free throws.Ó

Toolson finished with 22 
points to lead UVSC. Walker 
was the only other Wolverine 
to score in double figures. He 
had 10 points, 10 rebounds, five 
blocked shots and four steals.

Portland State improved to 
5-3 while UVSC fell to 3-4.

The Cougars made 11 of their  

f irst 12 2-point shots in the sec-
ond half as the BYU crowd really  
got into it. They connected on the 
opening six f ield goal attempts to 
run the margin to 50-23.

Cummard made 7-of-9 field 
goals, 3-for-4 from long dis-
tance, to finish with 18 points 
and six assists.

ÒAt one point all you could 
hear was B-Y-U,Ó Cummard said.

Listed at 3,508, the crowd 
cheered his effort. And Trent 
PlaistedÕs 26 minutes, which 
produced 6-for-8 shooting and 16 
points. And there was Jonathan 
Tavernari, who produced 13 
points despite his second rough 

shooting night, 5-for-14.
It wasnÕt always so fluid. 

BYU struggled through parts 
of the first half by taking shots 
that arenÕt normally in the fold.

By the CougarsÕ lofty self 
standards, they darn near 
looked like they were playing 
in an NBA all-star game, hoist-
ing some shots as if the score 
was not being kept.

Fadeways, hurr ied and un-
necessary 3-point shots and other  
hurr ied tr ies that would not have 
been credited with an assist were 
sprink led liberally in the first 20 
minutes. One time, BYU even 
had a f ive-on-one fast break, and 
it settled for a missed 3-pointer. 
Coaches rubbed their  temples 
and stamped their  feet a few  
times at some of the decisions.

They mustÕve felt obligated 
to create some drama for all 
of their followers, because the 
Cougars still led by 14 points at 
halftime, shooting 15-of-34 and 
generally coasting. 

Against the Pilots, it was 
easy to put it on auto-pilot.

Yet these types of w ins, even 
for  the 21st-ranked team in the 

country that now stands at 6-1, 
should not be totally over looked.

ÒWe know everyone is tar-
geting us,Ó Murdock said.

It was just last year when 
a more experienced BYU lost 
some early-season games at such 
anonymous places as Boise State 
and Lamar. Those were a couple 
of teams that had hot nights, and 
it hurt BYU down the road more 
than anything. That doesnÕt look  
good hanging out of the NCAA  
tournament-seeding portfolio.

But these Cougars, breaking 
in a lot of inexperience beyond 
the starting five, have now 
gone to Long Beach State and 
UP (2-6) and done exactly what 
they were supposed to.

The blue-clad fans really 
got into it with about 12 min-
utes left, probably feeling two 
things: it was OK to cheer, 
they had the upper hand in 
numbers, most likely; and as 
easy as it looked, the tickets 
were paid for and they had to 
appreciate the effort.

BYU fans were no longer  
afraid to take over  the arena. 
W hy not? The crowd was at 

least half  full w ith them; and 
it was probably tw ice as loud 
when their  team did something.

Not that UP had a whole lot 
to clap and yell about. I t went 9-
for -28 in the f irst half  f rom the 
f ield, and jacked up 10 missed 
3-point attempts in 11 tr ies.

Sherrard Watson hit an ear-
ly trey to cut BYUÕs deficit to 
5-3. And thatÕs how UP has suc-
ceeded this year by making the 
long ball early, and riding that 

wave of energy. This night 
would not be a duplicate. Much 
to the crowdÕs delight, basical-
ly, as some prudently mixed in 
BYU zone defense and a bunch 
of young UP shooters collided.

Leading 68-44, w ith 9:15 lef t, 
Plaisted lef t the f loor  to a heroÕs 
welcome and in came Chr is 
M iles, who returned f rom here 
in A ugust af ter   a two-year  
mission. On this night, in this 
arena, he was mayor .
